Chaplin continued his performance when the "talkies" appeared
and produced such film as "Modern Times" and his masterpiece The Great Dictator". Chaplin
wrote, directed, produced, edited, starred in, and composed the music for most of his films. He
was a perfectionist, and his financial independence enabled him to spend years on the production
of a picture.
